	Spotlight on Y6
This week we worked on the IPads with Kitty from the CLCs. We had to choose a city or town in England and research it. I did Birmingham and I did Widnes. Birmingham has a landmark and it’s Cadbury World which I think is really good. It’s my favourite.

On Wednesday we went to the Jewish Museum. Part of it is an old church. They call it a Synagogue. It is a bit like our Church because it has stained glass. There is a big wooden cupboard and in it is the Torah, that is their name for the old testament. Our guide was Avril and she was telling us about the Sabbath which is their Holy Day. The Sabbath is on a Saturday and no-one is allowed to go shopping or use technology. You can play board games and you can knock on your friends’ doors to play but you can’t ring them. There is only one time that you can use technology and that’s in an emergency.
Then we went to the Imperial War Museum. The building is a really good shape because it is a world that has been split into three pieces. 

At the beginning there is lots of pictures and messages from different wars showing on a wall. It is heartbreaking. 
Mrs Evans told us about a bad man named Himmler. He was one of the most powerful men in the war. He escaped at the end of the war and was hiding in the forest when he was captured. The soldiers didn’t recognise him when they arrested him. When they realised who he was, the doctor tried to

examine him around the mouth but he had a cyanide table under his tongue. He bit the tablet and died. It was a relation of Mrs Evans who helped to capture him. I think it was her uncle or cousin.
