	Spotlight on Y2

	This week we have been learning about the Great Fire of London. It started on the 1st September 1666 by Thomas Farriner who was the King’s baker. He left the ovens on and a spark hit some wood. The next day the wind was very strong and because the houses were only built of straw and wood the fire spread quickly. I think it would have made a sizzling noise.

We have been doing a chronological report of it all. Christopher Wren built the town again and he had the idea to use bricks for the buildings. This took a long time, about fifty years. Samuel Pepys wrote about it all. In school we watched a video called ‘The Magic Grandad’ which took you back in time. He had a wig on and when someone said that they didn’t like it he took it off and was almost bald. He went to bed in the drawer with only his underpants on. In maths Miss put three numbers on the board and we had to come up with different sentences using add, subtract and equals. Miss put 33, 22 and 11. I found eight sums eg 33 = 22 + 11, 33 – 11 = 22. It was really good.

Our class author is Julia Donaldson. She wrote The Gruffalo and other books like The Gruffalo’s Child, The Snail and The Whale and The Stickman. In class we have a reading area and when Miss says we can read we can go to the reading area and choose a book, I choose one every day. Miss Edge is reading The Magic Faraway Tree to us which is by Enid Blyton. It’s really good.
