	PE leaders will develop their engagement and confidence in the lessons. They can share their knowledge with their peers and younger children in the school. This will be added to Y2 during the Spring term of 2019.
The participation of children playing in organised activities during break time and lunch time will be more structured, decreasing incidents of poor behaviour and low levels of activity from the children.

Parents will be invited to the Sports Day to help motivate their child and participate in celebrating in their sporting achievements.
By completing the Game Changer sessions, children should have a good understanding of the need for healthy food to fuel their body whilst understanding the need for regular exercise.

Game Changer sessions should help to promote a healthy active lifestyle, which children will continue to develop through a balanced diet and regular sport.

PE lessons can continue to run efficiently and the children’s level of activity should increase as they have more resources to make the lessons more active. Children are able to develop their skills from the previous year, building up their level of development.
The new PE planning can be implemented this year with the embedding of the new scheme over the next 2 years. SQ will continue to support staff through any necessary CPD on how to use the planning / assessment tools with their own cohort.

The breathing techniques and yoga moves can be used as cool down methods for all PE lessons. Children can use these techniques to help in the development of their own health and well-being to calm them down in times of stress or anxiety.
