Electronic music — a genre of music that employs
electronic musical instruments, digital instruments, or
circuitry-based music technology in its creation.

Gender - characteristics of women, men, girls and boys
that are socially constructed

Lyrics - words that make up a song, usually consisting of
verses and choruses

Producer - someone who makes sure that when recording
a song or making a record, the end result is as good as it
can be

Racism - prejudice, discrimination, or antagonism by an
individual, community, or institution against a person or
people on the basis of their membership of a particular
racial or ethnic group

Rap - rhythmic, rhyming speech

Turntablist - a DJ who is an expert in sampling, scratching,
and similar techniques
